	UPDATE SHEET (print this out along with your DobberHockey pool guide) - Updated: Oct. 7

	Anaheim – Bobby Ryan initially made the team, but was sent down after three games. Drew Miller has been cut, but was recalled. Skinner traded. King cut, but was recalled.

	Atlanta – Pilar cut, off to Chicago, and then picked back up on waivers. Oystrick cut. Little, Sterling, Enstrom and Popovic all made the team. Sterling is looking better and better, while Little should improve with each passing month. I like Sterling for 50 now. Little’s projection looks good as is. He is on a line with Kovalchuk.

	Boston – Mowers was traded to Anaheim, Glen Metropolit (35 points give him) has signed. Karsums cut. Reduce Bochenski to 40 points. He is looking mediocre in camp and has been scratched early on. He’s very streaky though; so don’t rule him out yet. Lashoff is cut. Savard is bothered by groin problems.

	Buffalo – Kaleta cut. Connolly got into the final preseason game so he’s good to go. Kotalik has a minor leg injury. Funk and Zagrapan were final cuts. Derek Roy has been on fire throughout camp and into the start of the season.

	Calgary – Prust cut. Stevenson cut. Germyn cut. They signed Mark Smith, who has no fantasy value. Boyd was the last cut.

	Carolina – Hughes, Reed, Sutter and Petruzalek all cut. They signed David Tanabe (no fantasy impact). Jeff Hamilton has become the power-play quarterback and has been impressive offensively.

	Chicago – Toews has a broken finger, reduce him by four games and three points. Kontiola cut. With the signing of Brent Sopel, the Hawks were able to cut Karel Pilar loose. Not only that, but they also cut Cam Barker. Jack Skille and Dave Bolland were also cut. Havlat suffered a shoulder injury already and will miss significant time.

	Colorado – Hlinka has played so well that you should bump his projection by seven points. Hejduk is nursing a groin injury so roll him back by four or five. Hensick is dynamite; but he was a surprise cut. Next year he’s a virtual lock.

	Columbus – Platt has been cut. Take him off your list. Russell has made the team and give him 40 points on your projection list. He is looking like he’ll stick. Roll Zherdev back to 45. His camp has been horrible. The team is showcasing him and giving him lots of ice time which has translated into points early on. Beech has been cut. Brassard and Voracek have been cut. If Fedorov cannot handle the No.1 center job, expect a quick recall from Brassard. For now, though, take him off your lists in one-year pools.

	Dallas – Conner’s camp has been great, but he was cut in the end. He’ll be the first recall, and he’s a sleeper (bump that to 10%). The Stars, have 14 forwards on one-way contracts, but with a player like Todd Fedoruk on a one-way…it’s only a matter of time before Conner is back.

	Detroit – Grigorenko has not impressed. Take him off your list. He has been cut – lack of conditioning and speed. Kindl cut.

	Edmonton – Cogliano – 99% to stick, he looks great. Nice sleeper pick too. A sleeper to get 60 points (25% confident). Gagner will stick for a nine-game audition, 20% to stick after that. Ditto on the sleeper numbers. Schremp has been cut. Trukhno cut. O’Marra cut. Thoresen cut. Smid cut. Gilbert made the team, but he’s too far down the PP depth chart.

	Florida – Add five points to Murphy. He looks great and has taken PP minutes from Van Ryn. Frolik cut. Olesz is finally seeing an expanded role, change his sleeper numbers to 65 points and 30% confident. Anthony Stewart has been cut. Kreps cut.

	Los Angeles – Dan Cloutier has been cut. Give his wins to Labarbera and Labarbera’s to Aubin for now…but watch Jonathan Bernier. This kid has had a fantastic camp and could steal the No.1 job. If he does, he gets all the wins. Don’t hand him the job yet…but it’s looking very good. He will probably play at least nine games this year (before his rookie contract kicks in and the team has to make a decision). Harrold, Tukonen, Boyle all cut. Bernier won Game 1 of the regular season, while Labarbera lost Game 2.

	Minnesota – Foy made the team. Kalus and Pouliot have been cut, while Sheppard signed and made the team. In the end, it was the fact that the team didn’t want Sheppard playing in junior so they kept him, whereas Pouliot would play in the AHL (and not junior), so they cut him. They love Pouliot’s future though. Change Belanger’s upside (and sleeper number) to 65 points. He was at 50 because he has never played with Demitra and Gaborik before. That possibility exists now – plus he is clicking with Bouchard and Rolston on the second line. He will likely get 40-50 points this season. Belle has been cut.

	Montreal – Sergei Kostitsyn, Lahti both cut. Halak has been cut – Carey Price is the backup goalie and I can see him creeping into the starting role by January.  Give Price 18 wins (three shutouts) and Huet 24. Chipchura made the team. I like Andrei Kostitsyn as a sleeper – change the % to 50. Lapierre cut.

	Nashville – Add 10 points to Bonk. They are giving him PP time. Peverley cut. Rinne has indeed been cut, Dan Ellis will be the backup to Mason.

	New Jersey – Tallackson, Viuhkola and Bergfors have been cut. Bergfors has been recalled and could see time on the second line while Langenbrunner remains on the shelf. I would be surprised if he got 35 NHL points this season though.

	Long Island – Take Bergenheim down 10 points. Slow camp for him. Add Comrie as a 75-point sleeper (15%). I love how he looks in that lineup, and how coach Nolan is using him. Nokelainen should not be on the prospect list as he is in Boston. Gervais may not make this team, while Berard could. Look for Meyer to be waived to make room for a Berard signing and give Berard 30 points in 50 games – he is still a Band-Aid boy. Tambellini was the final cut.

	New York – Jessiman cut. Take Hossa down to 10% on the sleeper chart. He has been off the big line lately and a healthy scratch to boot.

	Ottawa – Hennessey injured his shoulder. McAmmond serious concussion. Remove the latter from your list altogether and cut Hennessey down by five points. Nikulin, Lee, Nycholat and Zubov have been cut. Add Eaves as a sleeper for 60 points (20% certainty – he’s had a great camp). Foligno made the team.

	Philadelphia – Upshall will be gone until December, so his points drop by 15 or so. Lupul only has a sprained wrist and he may not miss any games. Just take two points off his projection. Giroux and Parent were cut – Giroux looks awesome for the future though. Jussi Timonen and Johnsson were cut. Downie suspended for 20 games and cut. Picard cut. Potulny cut. Ruzicka cut. Gauthier waived and cut.

	Phoenix – Take Surovy off your list. Lehoux was cut, up Hanzal to 80% and give him 30 to 35 points this season. Remove Fischer, he went back to Switzerland. Lisin has been cut. Roll Mueller’s projection back to 35 points, his ice time has been low to start.

	Pittsburgh – Kennedy, Goligoski and Taffe were cut. Roll Letang back to 60% making the team. Brent has been cut. Filewich, Stone and Letang were cut – Letang had a poor camp and had to pretty much play himself off the team this year. Adam Hall was signed – give him 30 points as a projection, but his contract is two-way so he will be on a short leash for sure. Filewich will likely be the first call up.

	San Jose – Up Setoguchi to 50% and if he makes the team give him 40 points with upside. Greiss has been cut, and Patzold is the winner – he will back up Nabokov.

	St. Louis – Berglund was cut – looks great for next year. Stastny and Bacashihua are cut – Toivonen is the backup. David Perron has made this team and will get at least a nine-game tryout. If he sticks beyond that (50-50), he should be good for 45 points. His upside is up in the 70s.

	Tampa Bay – Take Craig back to 25 points. He is out with a serious back injury. Ouellet is back from his groin injury and looks very good. Wanvig cut.

	Toronto – Wellwood is out until December. He should not be picked this year as I do not know how it will resolve. It looks bad though. Put him down for 45 points, no more. Gamache, Williams, Salmelainen and Tlusty were all cut. 

	Vancouver – Balej was cut. Take him off your list. Simek also cut. Bourdon cut. Grabner cut. Hansen cut.

	Washington – Klepis may not make this team. Fehr will probably not play for Washington this season, but should be in the AHL by midseason. Increase Green’s points to 35 and reduce Pothier to 32. Green is having a monster preseason and I think he could get into the 30’s this season.

	

	Error to report: in my instructions to paste into Excel, I mistakenly told you to click “tools” first. Of course, that should be “data”. The rest of the instructions are correct.

	One added tip: For a one-year draft, Use the list and select in order. If you select a player on my Band-Aid boy list (list is on the website)...try and steer clear of doing it again (so that means start skipping over guys). I don't mind selecting one...maybe even two. But do not take three Band-Aid boys or you are asking for trouble. Also, once you get to the point in the draft where you have only 40-55 point player available, feel free to jump down a couple spots on your list to take a guy with high upside (my LTP column gives you this)
